The lively numberby
Michael Rupert (music) and Colker (lyric) lists all the banalities of being
famous, butt’s clear the three aspiring entertainers would gladly suffer them all

“Doomed, Doomed, Doomed” is a riotous rag from The Goldet
ARPIE (1954) that satirizes both ancient mythology and modem science. Mis
Ml.nen-a (Portia Nelson) leads the ensemble in this doomsday description of e
universe and concludes that we are nothing but specks of cosmic dust &

doomed to disappear without a trace. Jerome Moross composed the scinfillai®
music, and John Latouche wrote the sly lyric.
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
